Prophesying or speaking in tongues when it is not God’s will, is not necessarily inspired by Satan. Rather, it may be "out of order" or "disorderly". 1 Cor 14:26-33

... Water Baptism

Our disciples are baptized in the name of the Father, and Son, and H.S. Mt28:19, not just Jesus. Acts 8:16

We use water in baptism. Acts 1:22; 8:36-39; 10:47; 1 Pet 3:21

Baptism in Christ Jesus is a baptism and a uniting into His death. Rom 6:3-7

We are "circumcised" in/by Christ in the putting off the sinful nature, being buried with Jesus in baptism and raised with Him thru our faith and God’s power. Col 2:11-3

Water baptism "saves" us by the resurrection of Jesus Christ. Not that the water cleanses us, but it is the pledge of a good conscience toward God. 1 Pet 3:21

... We Worship and obey in the Lord’s supper

All believers still do this in remembrance of Him. 1 Cor 10:24-6; Acts 20:7-11
Jesus said of the bread "this is my body", given/broken for us. Of the cup He said, "this is my blood", shed for the remission of sins. Mt 26:26-28; Mk 14:22-24; Lk 22: 19-20; 1 Cor 11:23-26. Jesus was only sacrificed one time. Heb 9:12,25-28; 10:10, 12,~14. No sacrifice is now being made for sin. Heb 10:18

Like Jesus, we drink the fruit of grapevines (not water). Mt 26:29; Mk 14:25; Lk 22:18

We examine ourselves before partaking. 1 Cor 11:28-32. Partaking unworthily is sinning against Jesus’ body and blood. Unbelievers/disobedient believers must not partake. 1 Cor 11:27-34. We are strengthened by grace, not ceremonial foods. Heb 13:9-10

... the Loving Fellowship of Church Life

... We Have a Responsibility to Oppose False Teachers
